The Secondar: School Graduation Diploma (Grade 12)

The school rocommends to tﬁL Minister of Education that a Diploma be granted
te a student who succesc fuliy sompletes the following:

1. Full Grade 9 and 15 standing (normilly eight subjects in each year),

2. Grade 11 and 12 English, and Grade 11 and 12 Physical Education,

3. Any other 10 subjeFts at the Grade 11 and 12 level.

Notes: (a} All prerequisiives must be met.

(b} Normal&yy five subjects are takzan at the Grade 11 and
five at the Grade 12 lavel. However, it is possible
to teke cix at one lev:l and four at the other.

(c: Standing obtained in Grade 11 and 12 subjects at night
school or summer schocl is accepted for a Diploma

(d) All subject choices must be approved to assure com-
pliance with Department of Education regulations.

The Level of the Diploma: |

Subjects at the four and five-year level may both be counted.

A five -year Diploma will be granted if the student has no more than
four subjects At the ﬁour~year level and the rest at the five-year
level.

A four-year dinloma will be granted if the student has more than four
subjects at the four-year level.

A transcript of merks, showing the level at which all subjects were
taken, will be providéd upon request.

in 1971, th2 school will reccmmend to the Minister of Education that a
Diploma be pgranted to a student who earns seven credits at the Grade 13
level.

Notes: (a) All languages, including English, count two credits each.

(b) Mzthematics A and B count two credits each, but taken
together,| they count only three.

(c) ALl other subjects count one credit each.

(d) Musiec, studied privately, counts as one credit, if the
student presents certificates showing Grade Two Theory
and Grade%Eight Practical standing.

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Starting in the school year 197141972, the requirements for a Grade 13 Diploma
will change to six credits.
